          Started in 1984, the Calvary Food Pantry provided over 78,000 meals to more than 1,524 families throughout the Auburn community in 2007.  Unity House’s Drop-In Center teaches social interaction skills and offers scheduled activities, daily meals, and advocacy services to between 15 and 17 community mental health consumers from 6 pm to 10 pm Wednesdays and from 10 a.m. to 5 p.m. Saturdays and Sundays.
